The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda (MSU) is recognized as one of the premier institutions 
of higher learning and research in the country. Since its inception in 1949, the University has 
demonstrated a keen interest and a determination to the sustenance and promotion of an 
environment, favourable to the growth and development of an academic excellence - a 
commitment that forms a part of the rich legacy of the institution.

Educational institutions which preceded The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda, and which 
went on to form a part of its foundational legacy, included the "Baroda College", one of the oldest 
centres of learning in Western India, founded in the year 1881 by His Highness Maharaja Sayajirao 
Gaekwad III. The enlightened ruler in the year 1909 had subsequently established the "Kala 
Bhavan", which constituted seven schools then. His Highness Maharaja Pratapsinhrao Gaekwad 
pursued the idea of establishing a university and on the recommendation of a committee, the 
Government of Baroda, in its order No. (R) 169 39 dated 21st February 1949, decided to establish a 
Residential University at Baroda. The bill for establishment of the University was passed by the 
Legislative Assembly and received the assent of His Highness Maharaja Pratapsinhrao Gaekwad on 
April 29, 1949, and The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda came into existence on April 30, 
1949.

The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda, a State University with English as its medium of 
instruction is a premier unitary residential University, recognized by Government of India under the 
Indian Universities Act, 1958. In the year 2023, the Government of Gujarat enacted The Gujarat 
Public Universities Act, 2023 an unifying law to provide uniform pattern for the constitution, 
academic autonomy and administration of eleven Public Universities of the State including The 
Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda. From then, the University is governed as per the act 
established by the State Government for the purpose.

The University has been assigned A+ Grade by National Assessment and Accreditation Council with 
CGPA of 3.43 in the year 2022. It has secured overall Rank over 200 under National Institutional 
Ranking Framework (NIRF) in the year 2025 and has secured Rank between 51-100 among state 
university in it. The Faculty of Pharmacy of the University is among the top 50 Pharmacy 
institutions of the country with 46th positing during the year 2025 as per NIRF Ranking data. 

The University has one main and 6 satellite campuses, spread over 274.81 acres of land. The 
University comprises of 111 Departments under the umbrella of 14 Faculties, 3 Constituent Colleges, 
8 Institutes and 13 Centres of Specialized Studies, wherein more than 50,000 students pursue 
higher studies under the care and supervision of more than 1200 highly qualified and experienced 
teaching staff.

Brief Profile of The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda
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The University collaborates with Industry & Civil Society for dynamic curriculum development, with 
44 active MOU’s including Global Partners like - The Ecole Nationale Superieure Des Beaux, 
University of Tennessee Health Science Centre, University of Regensburg, Chungnam National 
University, The University of Cape Coast and many others promoting students & faculty Exchange, 
enriching the curriculum with global perspectives & innovative insights.

Smt. Hansa Mehta Library is the Central Library in addition to 13 constituent libraries and 25 
Departmental libraries with over 9 lakhs books/periodicals and above 12225 digitized 
Dissertations/Theses. It has the single largest air-conditioned reading room which can 
accommodate about 1600 readers at a time, and the library is open to the readers 14 hours a day.

The University has 16 Hostels, Health Centre, Sports Ground, Convocation Ground, Press and 
Stationery Unit, Guest House as well as other academic and administrative units spread across the 
campus. Besides, there are 9 Multipurpose Auditoriums, 8 well equipped Seminar Halls, 2 Open Air 
Theatres, an Amphitheatre, a Play Box, an Art Gallery, an Arboretum, a Botanical Garden, an Audio-
Visual studio, several lecture theatres and conference rooms. The Archaeological Museum in the 
campus has a collection of Harappan unicorn seals, holy relics of Lord Buddha, Toraman, terracotta 
Buddha images and other articles. The University has an Astronomical observatory set up in 1939 
to promote the field of science, which holds an 8-inch refractor telescope.

The University offers a wide range of academic programmes ranging from early childhood to Ph.D. 
degree under the grant-in-aid and higher payment program schemes. NEP 2020 has been 
introduced across the university since 2023-24 gradually starting from first year of Bachelors’ 
programme. The University also offers innovative Science and Technology programmes in the field 
of Cell and Molecular Biology, Nanotechnology, Petroleum Geology, Medical Biotechnology. 
Bioinformatics, Disaster Management, Embedded Systems, Packaging Engineering, Welding 
Technology and many others through some cutting-edge research centres like Centre for 
Biotechnology. Prof. Bharat Chattoo Genome Research Centre, Centre for Molecular Genetics, 
Cluster Innovation Centre, Centre for Excellence in Polymer and Siemens Centre of Excellence for 
Industry Automation are few more of the illustrious centres on campus. Other than that, a number 
of socially relevant job and knowledge oriented academic programmes are also offered by the 
University like M.E. in Microelectronics & VLSI Design, Master of Urban and Regional Planning, 
Post-Graduate Diploma in Strategic Human Resource Management, P. G. Diploma in Food Service 
Management as well as Bachelor and Master of Design. The University also offers wide range of 
Courses like Certificate Program in Temple Management, Diet and Healthy Living, Sports Nutrition, 
Fitness Management, and many others alike.

The Centre for Lifelong Learning and Extension of the University offers 29 short term and 21 long 
terms courses related to Ancient Indian studies, Art and Crafts, Self Development, Language 
Proficiency, Computer Education, Hotels/ Cookery, Personal Grooming, Business & Management 
Skills etc

The All India & Central Services Training Centre conducts classes for preparation of UPSC, State 
PSC and SSC-CGL pattern examination and provides guidance for exams like NDA, CDS, IB, SHO, 
Police, RBI and other banks.
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In the year 2023, the university was chosen as the Regional Coordinating Institute (RCI) for Gujarat 
for the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan, which aims to bring out “A transformational change in rural 
development processes by leveraging knowledge institutions”. As RCI, MSU acts as a nodal centre 
for promoting and facilitating Unnat Bharat Abhiyan network in Gujarat and remains responsible 
for grooming other participating institution in the state to carry out village cluster activities.

The University Health Centre provides routine medical treatment to the students and staff of the 
University and has a physiotherapy unit, a Pathology Laboratory, and MARG Counselling Centre. 
Paramarsh-A Mental Health Support Cell for students and Staff of the university, Women’s 
Grievances Redressal and Counselling Cell to promote gender equality and safe campus for 
Women, Students Grievances Cell to address students complaints, Anti Ragging Cell, Students 
Services Cell, Equal Opportunity Cell, Centre of Indian Knowledge Systems (IKS), The Centre for 
Collaboration, Technology and Linkages, The Directorate of Students’ Development, Centre of 
Internship and Apprenticeship, Centre of Start-up and Innovation, Centre of Incubation, Centre of 
Career Counselling and Placement, Disability Resource Centre, Directorate of Research and  
Constituted Institutional Development Plan (IDP) Committee are established at the university to 
create conducive academic, administrative, research, and learning environment for all.

 Career Counselling and Placement for Students which looks after the counselling, training and 
placement of students imparts training for soft skills and coordinates with the agencies for 
arranging the placement drive. Faculties like Faculty of Social work and Faculty of Management 
Studies and others have students’ grievance redressal cell which are supportive to maintaining a 
congenial campus environment. The Directorate of Students' Welfare disburses scholarships to the 
students of economically weaker sections amounting to about Rs. 91,27,793 per annum.

The MSUB has one of the largest Hostel Campuses in western India with 12 Boys' and 4 Girls' 
Hostels with all modern amenities. Hostel admission is an online process from application to 
allotment of rooms to the students.

The University has developed student digital life cycle through its own in-house The Maharaja 
Sayajirao University Information System (MSUIS). When students are admitted in their first year, 
they get a unique 14-digit Permanent Registration Number (PRN) which continues forever. The 
University has also adopted Online Admission Application System and every year it gets admission 
queries of nearly 90,000 students from across the globe. The University introduced reforms in the 
examination system, and all faculties have been brought under MSU Examination Portal (MEP) 
system. The University fees' collection and other record keeping systems being online are of great 
help to the students. The recruitment process of teaching and non-teaching staff is also through 
online job portal. The University has started student facilitation centre from where all academic 
and research enquiries are addressed from one place. 

The University has a magnificent union pavilion overlooking a large ground with outdoor facilities 
like an athletic track, a cricket ground, hockey and football fields, two tennis courts, two basketball 
courts, four volleyball courts, two kabaddi grounds, malkhamb, a kho-kho ground, a handball court 
and a swimming pool. Indoor facilities include table tennis hall, badminton court, gymnasium and a 
multipurpose hall. 
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Office of Alumni Affairs and Donor Relations (OAADR) of the University also engages in compiling 
information about various alumni associations, organises monthly interactive sessions in various 
departments across the university, coordinates the reunions, collects details of eminent alumni and 
helps in Alumni registrations. Xplore MSU-A Heritage Walk initiated by OAA for the first time in the 
history of the University gained interest amongst large public. Institute of Leadership and 
Governance established at the University primarily focuses on training and trans-disciplinary 
aspects of leadership as well as on highly essential studies like good governance structures, 
practices and processes.  The University promotes students' participation in various co-curricular 
activities and ensures their active participation in extracurricular activities organised to develop 
their leadership qualities and other potentials.

The University has always been in a pioneering position in implementing the policy issues 
regarding education. It rose to the occasion during the COVID -19 pandemic by conducting a large 
number of on-line programmes and switching over to the online mode of teaching and evaluation 
successfully. University is committed to community welfare too. In the year 2024, the flood relief 
camp of the university provided immediate help and support to the affected population of 
students, staff and in nearby communities.

Total number of the academic Programs that the Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda offered 
in the year 2024-25 were 232. The number of Students who received UG, PG and PhD degrees and 
PG Diploma in the 74th Convocation were 15032.

All these aspects make The Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda one of the leading Institutes in 
the area of Higher Education and Research.

An Incubation Centre and Start Up Centre set up at the campus encourages the spirit of innovation 
and provides a platform to the youth for exploration and implementation of innovative ideas and 
their conversion into start-up ventures. Some of the academic, social & technical events like 
PRERNA, PARAMARSH, FOOTPRINTS, BBA BAAZIGAR, KAAFILA, CYBERIA, YUVAANTAS etc. are 
initiatives exclusively planned and managed by the students. They have gained prominence and 
popularity not only in the state but across the country as well.

Prior to the formal felicitation, an interaction 
session was organized with students of the Faculty of Technology and Engineering, during 
which he shared his inspiring journey from MSU’s classrooms to making a transformative 
impact on global technology.

• Alumni-Supported Centre of Excellence for Sustainability

 OAADR facilitated alumni funding for the installation of a moisture-free, compressor-free split 
air cooler in the Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Laboratory of the Mechanical Engineering 
Department. Designed as an eco-friendly solution using water as the working medium, the 
system demonstrated promising results, achieving nearly a 10°C temperature drop with high 
energy efficiency.
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The Centre for Lifelong Learning and Extension was started in the year 1972 with the objective of 
making the University’s resources available to the community. The Centre offers its educational 
resources to adult groups, community agencies, and organizations that are not regularly enrolled 
as full-time students and whose higher educational needs are not met by other educational or 
social institutions.

The underlying objective of the Centre is to bring the community and the University closer by 
providing opportunities to share the benefits of the University’s talent, research, and resources. 
The Centre is the only educational institution in the city of Baroda offering a wide range of 
interdisciplinary courses. It offers 29 short-term courses and 21 long-term courses.

Research & Development Cell (RDC)
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The Institute of Climate Change Research (ICCR) is one of the Centres of The Maharaja Sayajirao 
University of Baroda dedicated to promoting research, awareness, and action on climate change 
and environmental sustainability.

The Centre undertakes academic, research, and extension activities aimed at fostering 
environmental responsibility among students and faculty.

During the academic year 2024–2025, the Institute of Climate Change Research (ICCR) actively 
organized and supported several environmental awareness and sustainability initiatives:

• Tree Plantation Drive (Environment Day): A plantation programme was conducted with active 
participation of students and faculty members. Participants also took an oath for environmental 
conservation and sustainable living.

• Rainwater Harvesting Initiative: A rainwater harvesting facility was established at the Faculty 
of Technology and Engineering with financial support from the Society for Clean Environment, 
addressing waterlogging issues and promoting groundwater recharge.

Institute of Climate Change Research (ICCR)

Directorate of Students’ Welfare (DSW) 
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All India & Central Services Training Centre conducts training for aspirants of IAS and other 
competitive examinations (UPSC, GPSC) and prepares them for all three stages of the Civil 
Services Examination (Preliminary Examination, Mains, and Final Interview).

The Centre conducts a written test as well as a personal interview by shortlisting the aspirants/
candidates. During the year 2024–25, 38 students applied for admission through the entrance 
test to be conducted by the Centre. Since the number of applications (29) was less than the 
available seats (75), no entrance examination was conducted. All 29 students were selected for 
admission during 2024–25. Similarly, 06 undergraduate students have been registered for the 
Higher Payment Programme for the present session (2024–25).

The training programme for the 2024–25 batch began in August 2024. The AICS Centre organised 
346 lectures, including special lectures on various subjects by experts as well as persons from 
outside with wide experience in coaching for UPSC/GPSC examinations. The Centre organised 
group discussions on ongoing relevant issues. The Centre evaluates students through internal tests 
in both General Studies and Optional Subjects.

 MSU-IS is an integrated platform that manages the complete student lifecycle, covering 
over twenty functions including applications, admissions, academics, examinations, fees, ID 
generation, certificates, and results. During the year, the Computer Centre’s software team 
launched an Android mobile app on 04 July 2025, enabling students to access university 
information instantly and more efficiently.

• Launching of e-Certificates in ePramanPatra Project:

Upon approval, the concerned 
Faculty/Section issues the certificates. In January 2025, the ePramanPatra portal introduced 
digital certificate delivery via email, with each certificate featuring a unique QR code for easy 
verification.

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• Training of University Staff for MSU-IS Portal:

 MSU-IS is a comprehensive ERP system for managing the student lifecycle. To ensure its 
effective use, training sessions were conducted at the Computer Centre for University faculty 
and staff, enabling them to gain practical knowledge of its features and functionality.

 • Training on Integration of GCAS Portal with MSU-IS Portal:

 From the academic year 2024–25, as per Government of Gujarat directives, the MSU-IS system 
was integrated with the GCAS (Gujarat Common Admission Service) portal, enabling students 
across the state to apply for undergraduate, postgraduate, and doctoral programs. In addition, 
a dedicated entrance test module was developed within MSU-IS to facilitate fee collection and 
application processing for programs requiring entrance-based admissions. To ensure smooth 
implementation, the Computer Centre conducted training sessions for staff at V.M. Shah Hall, 
Faculty of Science, on GCAS integration and admission procedures.
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The Accounts Section of the Univerity has successfully developed an automation of the 
Hostel Fees Collection System, marking a significant step toward digital transformation in 
the University’s financial management. The system integrates the ICICI Bank account with 
the Tally Accounting Software, enabling real-time data flow and automatic posting of 
hostel fee receipts.

Automated Hostel Fee System:

Implemented for the first time in the University, the module is proposed to be integrated 
into the MSUIS Project for transparent fee reconciliation with minimal humanpower, setting 
a strong foundation for future financial automation initiatives.

The system provides live synchronization with bank collections, a one-click data refresh 
mechanism, student-wise payment tracking, collection, and budget head-wise reports, and 
automated bank reconciliation. This initiative will significantly not only reduce manual 
work but also improve accuracy, transparency, and efficiency.

The initiative was envisioned by the Chief Accounts Officer to promote automation and 
digitalization in the accounting system and was implemented through the coordinated 
efforts of the Accounts Section, ICICI Bank representatives, the Tally Solutions team, and 
the University Computer Centre.
