INTRODUCTION

‘ The idea of establishing a University at Baroda was engaging the
: attention of the former Government of Baroda State since the year 1909.
i* Some schemes for the establishment of a University were framed but none
i of them materialised. The Baroda University Commission of 1925 made.
1 out a strong case for the immediate establishment of a unitary residential
Ao University at Baroda having the Faculties of Arts, Science,: Technology
and Agriculture, Economics, Commerce and Administration. . - Besides the
Faculties, the University was to have the Institute for Oriental Studies,
the Institute for Gujarati Studies, the School of Fine Arts, the School of
Nursing and the School of Domestic Science. Provision was also to be
made for extension programme, library movement as a University extension
movement and compulsory medical examination. Although circumstances
at that time were not favourable to the establishment of a separate Uni-
versity but the idea was not given up and the following institutions of
higher education came to be established in Baroda during the two decades

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question of early establishment of the University, The Committee sub-
mitted its report to the Government of Baroda towards the end of the
year 1948 and recommended that the University should be primarily a
teaching and residential University with power to affiliate mofussil colleges
and should institute the tutorial system of instruction. All the existing
higher educational institutions including the Central Library, the Oriental
Institute and the Kalabhavan were to be taken over by the University.
The Committee also recommended that the Government should give a block
grant of Rs. 25 lakhs annually to the University for the first five years.

The Government of Baroda in their Order No. (R) 169-39 dated the
21st February, 1949, decided to establish a residential University at Baroda
and to affiliate to it the Colleges at Visnagar, Petlad and Navsari which
were situated in the State of Baroda. On account of the subsequent merger
of the Baroda State with the State of Bombay, the Baroda Government
restricted the jurisdiction of the University to the area within a radius of
ten miles of the University Office. The University started working on the
3oth April, 1949 with the following institutions:

It also made recommendations
regarding the working of the Stationery Unit and University Publications
Sales Unit.

There were two meetings of the Committee on the 3rd July, 1961 and
the #th February, 1962. The Committee considered the revised scheme of
the Government of India regarding the re-organisation of Sanskrit Educa-
tion in Pathashalas, and prepared a scheme for the re-organisation of Baroda
Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya in the light of the scheme received from the Gov-
ernment. The scheme was forwarded to the Government of India for their
consideration,

20. Sheth Ujamshi Pitambardas Ayurvedic Research Unit Committee

The Committee met once during the year. The Committee reviewed
the set-up and the activities of the Unit and considered in detail the
schemes for research. The Committee recommended the continuation of
the Out-Patient Department for one year more and also recommended to
the Syndicate the appointment of a High Power Committee to review the
set-up of the Unit, etc. The recommendations of the High Power Com-
mittee which met twice during the year were approved by the Syndicate.
21. Deans’ Committee

The meeting of the Deans of Faculties and the Heads of Institutions

was held once during the year on the 2z2nd August, 1961. The Committee
recommended the amendment of Tuition fees, etc. A panel of persons to
be invited for Mahatma Gandhi Memorial Lectures during the next year
was recommended.

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servants. Teachers of the Faculty also carried out assignments in other
Faculties and Institutions where Humanities and Social Sciences are includ-
ed in their courses.

6. Museum Laboratories and Studios

This year Dr. G. J. Wainwright, who has been appointed as Professor
of Environmental Archaeology took charge in August, 1g6x. The British
Council gave him the travel grant under the Commonwealth University
Interchange Scheme.. Under the same scheme Shri A. C. Patel, Lecturer
in Geology, was deputed to London for further training in Environmental
Archaeology.

The newly set-up Environmental Laboratory started working with
the study of Pleistocene Sea Levels in the Gulf of Cambay. Professor
Wainwright continued the work on the Mahi river started by Professor
F.E. Zeuner, and also extended the studies into the Narbada basin. Very
important results have been obtained.

The third season of the excavation work at Shamalaji ( Devanimori)
was started in November, 1961 and was completed by the end of the year.
To correlate the age and stratigraphy a trench was laid at the town site
of Shamalaji near the main temple. The fortifications have been studied
and dated to the Kshatrapa period.

The amounts spent during the year for science books and periodicals
etc. were: (i) Rs. 10,000 from Science Faculty Books Budget, (ii)
Rs. 30,000 from the University Grants Commission Grant to the Univer-
sity for books on scientific subjects and ( iii ) Rs. 1,000 for binding from
Science Faculty Budget.

7. Museums, Laboratories and Workshop

The museums of Botany, Geography, Geology and Zoology Depart-
ments were enriched by the addition of specimens and other articles.
Good progress was made in the work of preparing a good herbarium in
Botany Department.

The Central Workshop, which has an adequate and competent staff,
did very useful work, during the year, of preparation of research and
other apparatus, repairing of instruments and apparatus, of training
Physics post-graduate students in Workshop practice, etc.

Substantial additions of scientific apparatus and equipment were
made during the year to the laboratories of the Faculty. The following

11. Tutorial and Class Work

According to the tutorial system in vogue in the Faculty, every
B.Ed. and T.D. student is required to meet his tutor for at least one period
per week. During this time, the students discuss their curricular diffi-
culties, seek counsel and guidance and get acquainted with new trends of
thought in respect of their courses. During this period they also discuss
the principles and practice of class teaching with reference to practical work
being done by them in various schools. They are required to do some
amount of library work in a period specially provided for this work. The
Faculty has, for this purpose, requisitioned a few hundred books from the
University library and a staff member is always available during the
library period for advice and guidance. The tutorial assessment is also
based on the performance of candidates at the three tests given during the
year and on the contact they have been able to establish, during the course

of the year, with the various aspects of education.

CHAPTER XIII—FACULTY OF TECHNOLOGY AND ENGINEERING

The students’ performances during a
term in the subjects in arrears of practical work tests, regular assignments,
term-papers, reports, class-work and special projects 'are evaluated on g
four point scale and the grades earned by the student in each area of the
sessional work are entered in her class-record. All these grades. are
averaged and counted as half the total grades for the terms.. The a-dmsory
system adopted by the Faculty has helped the students with their sche-
lastic and personal problems.

A full-time Social Worker helps the students, teachers as well as
parents to understand their difficulties. The Parent-Teacher Committee
was very active this year. Many parents came to observe the activities
and helped the teachers in the Balwadi routine. Discussions on reports of
children with the parents were encouraging. A Symposium on * Marriage
in the Changing Social Structure” and a Seminar on < Reading Readiness *
were arranged during the year. A research study on the height and weight
of Pre-school children was undertaken in co-operation with Dr. Russe]]
Smart of Rhode Island University. Another research study on Depend-
ence-Independence of children was undertaken in co-operation with Dr,
Elinor Wardwell. It was decided to launch a longitudinal study of children
beginning with an important testing programme. Shrimati Amita Verma
conducted two surveys—one of 45 local Nursery Schools and the other
of Laboratory Nursery Schools in Home Science Colleges.

13. Home Science Wing

The Ministry of Agriculture, Government of India is conducting ap
intensive programme of rural development in the country through the
National Extension Service Blocks for raising the standard of living,
health and happiness of the rural population. In this programme the
Ministry requires a large number of Gram Sevikas 7.e. Women Village-level
Workers who are well-equipped to work in rural areas and to help the
women there to raise the standard of living of the rural community,
With this end in view, the Ministry decided to start 25 Centres in the
country to train such workers. One out of the two Centres offered to the
former State of Bombay, is run on their behalf by the University as the
- Home Science Wing’ in the University estate of Tara Niwas. Necessary
additions and alterations were made at a cost of over Rs. 50,000 for pro-
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viding 2 trai‘ning hall with class-rooms, laboratory, an administrative
office and Tesidentia) accommodation for the teachers and the trainees.
The Wing starteq functioning from 18th June, 1956. The Wing has SO
far trained 5 batcheg and has turned out 103 trainees who have now been
posted 25 Gramsevikas i Development Blocks of the State Government.
The sixth batch has been started in November, 1961 and 37 women are
under training,

The staff consistg of one Chief Instructress, four Assistant Instruc-
tresses, three Class IIT and five Class IV servants.

The course is of ope year’s duration and instruction is imparted in
subjects 7% Family, Foods and Nutrition, Clothing, Mother and Child
Care, Housing and House Management, Health and Sanitation, Handicrafts
and Cottage Industry, Agriculture, Kitchen-gardening, Co-operation and
Home Science Extension, The Principal and the staff of the Gram Sevak
Training Centre, Baroda have been co-operating in the teaching of some of
the above subjects. The Wing arranged cultural programmes, exhibitions,
study tours, village camps, farewell programmes to the trainees ar-ld cele-
brated the I5th August and other festival days. Shri Bahad%ll"bhal Patel,
Deputy Minister for Agriculture, Government of Gujarat presided over the
prize distribution function held at Alamgir on the 1g9th August, 1961 and
gave away the prizes to Alamgir Mahila Pragati Mandal.



CHAPTER XVI—FACULTY OF SOCIAL WORK

1. Brief History

The Baroda School of Social Work was started in March, 1950 with
the object of training professional social workers on the lines of scientific
knowledge available in the field at the post—graduutc level. It started
functioning from the 2oth July, 1950 and was in the beginning a part of
the Faculty of Arts. In March, 1951, the School was established as a
separate Faculty under the Maharaja Sayajirao University of Baroda
giving instruction for the post-graduate degree of Master of Social’ Work
( M. S. W. ).

The Rural Work Centre at Atladra was established in 1950 to give
experience to students in rural set-up and one more village Bil was added
within a year. The Centre at Atladra was discontinued, and, instsad,

another Centre at village Tandelja was established in the year 1959-60. ;

The Camp Road Community Welfare Centre was organized in the Camp
Area in the year I950 with the purpose of offering field work training
facilities for students available in community welfare area and serving
the needs of the community.

The Mental Hygiene and Psychiatric Clinic was started on the 21st
July, 1952 in Shri Sayaji General Hospital, Baroda with a view to serving
the public need and also to offer field work facilities to students of

social work.

The Social Education Organizers’ Training Centre was started in
Januatys 1955 _under the Faculty at Samiala. At present it serves as an
in-service training centre for the Mukhya Sevikas who work as specialists
in charge of Social Education in the Development Blocks.

CHAPTER XIX—COLLEGE OF INDIAN MUSIC,
DANCE AND DRAMATICS

1. Brief History

The Institution was started in 1886 by the former Government of
Baroda and was then known as Bharatiya Sangeet Vidyalaya. Later, it
was designated as the College of Indian Music. It was taken over by the
University in 1949. At that time it offered a Diploma Course in Vocal
and Instrumental Music only. The University introduced in July, 1950,
a four year course leading to the degree of B.Mus. in Vocal and Instru-
mental Music. Degree and Diploma Courses in Dance and Dramatics were
started from June, 1951. Post-graduate courses, leading to the degree of
Master of Music were introduced from the year 1954.

2. Building

The present building at Sursagar was occupied by the College in
June, 1952. During the session 1956-57 an existing structure was convert-
ed into the stage for the Open Air Theatre. Extension of the present
building has been completed with the help of the University Grants Com-
mission at a cost of Rs. 1,32,164. This has provided better facilities for
post-graduate studies and research.

CHAPTER XX—BARODA SANSKRIT MAHAVIDYALAVA

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2. Activities of the Sub-Committees

The M. S. University Union Executive Committee formed Sub-
Committees for various Union activities keeping in view the aims and
objects laid down for the constitution of the Union. The different Sub-
Committees carried on the following activities during the year :

( r ) Badminton Committee :

This year a very large number of members from different Faculties
took interest in Badminton. About 250 boys and gitls took part in the
game. One covered court was not sufficient for the big number of stu-
dents taking interest in the game. Hence some open-air courts were
started in some Faculties. Five men students and three women students
represented the University at the Inter-University Badminton Tourna-
ment held at Hyderabad towards the end of September. Many students
took part in the local Tournaments conducted by the Committee.

(2) Indoor Games :

Inter-Faculty Tournament was held in the month of November,
1g61. Many students participated and reached good standard in the
games. Four men students were sent to Madras to participate in the
Inter-University tournament. Shri P. R, Thorat won the Motibag Open
Table-Tennis Championship. The Ladies’ Individual Championship was
won by Kumari Parsia Rana.

(3) Student Service Commuttee :

The Committee helped and guided students to fill up the Medical
forms at Shree Sayaji General Hospital examination conducted by the
Statistical Service Unit, Faculty of Science. The members also helped in
making collections for the Fire Relief Fund of Baroda.

(4) U.N.O. Society :

The Society started its working after the 2oth September, T961. AS
usual the Committee celebrated the U.N.O. Day in collaboration with the
Government. A symposium on “ United Nation in the world com-
munity ” and a seminar on * Political Science ** were arranged under the
auspices of the Society. The Human Right Day on the roth December,
1961 was celebrated by arranging another symposium.

(5) Social Service League :

Social Service league is constituted to render service to the needy
students of the University as well as to the citizens of Baroda. The League
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has supplied magazines to the S. S. G. Hospital patients. A film show was
arranged for the Patients of the T. B. Sanatorium. A fund was collected
from the students community of the M. S. University of Baroda and was
disbursed to the students who suffered during the fire in Tamboliwad area.

(6) Poor Boys’ Library :

Every year the rush of students for getting books from the above
library increases. It was felt that the budget of Rs. zo00o will not be
sufficient to meet with the increasing needs; the Executive, therefore,
increased the budget to Rs. 10,000. Books were given to more than 300
students according to their needs.

(7) Debating Society :

This year, a good number of debates were arranged and the response
of the students was remarkably good. A selection debate was also held
and Kumari Claudin Sequera and Shri Dhruva were selected and sent to
participate in the #th Inter-University Youth Festival.

(8) Film Club:

The scheme of starting a University Film Club as recommended by
the University Grants Commission was accepted and the Film Club of the
Union was converted into the M. S. University Film Society and was
affiliated to the University Film Council, Ministry of Education, Govern-
ment of India, New Delhi. The Society received a number of films and
documentaries from the Film Library of the Council and they were shown
free of charge to the members. Some interesting and educational pictures
obtained from other Distributors were also shown to the members.

(9) Hiking Club :

The Club arranged a lecture along with a film of mountaineering
expedition by Brigadier Gyansingh, Principal, Himalayan Mountaineering
Institute, Darjeeling.

(10) Reading Room and Library :

During the months from March to May, the Committee planned a

scheme of providing facilities of reading to 150 students. The students
residing in different Halls of Residence responded to this scheme.

The contract system was discontinued and the Canteen was run

departmentally during the year. Arrangements have been made to supply
good snacks, hot and cold drinks at reasonable rates daily from 8-00 a.m.

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CHAPTER XXVII—GENERAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

1. Brief History

During the formative years of the University when new Faculties
were being established and old ones consolidated, considerable thinking
was done on the place General Education should have in the total academic
programme of the University. It was felt that while a University should
make provision for specialised studies in the various fields of knowledge,
it should also provide for the basic requirement, that every student, no
matter what his speciality, should have some understanding of the physical
world in which he lives, an appreciation of the complex social relationships
by which he is surrounded and a grasp of human values which can be
developed through some contact with Art, Literature and the Humanities.
In other words, it was necessary to find a place for the element of liberal
education alongside specialised studies.

To fulfil this need, the University accepted the principle that
General Education should be an important complement to specialisation.
Accordingly a beginning was made as early as 1953 when a programme of
General Education lectures and discussions was arranged for the Final
Vear students of the Arts, Science and Commerce degree courses. The
results of this exploratory work were encouraging. Members of the staff
gained a better understanding of the aims and techniques of General
Fducation through experience of working the pilot project, as well as
through visits to foreign Universities and contacts and discussions with
experts in the field. Asa result, a comprehensive scheme was undertaken
from June, 1957 embracing the Preparatory Year Course, the First and
Second Year Degree Courses in Arts, Science, Commerce, Fine Arts, and
Home Science as well as the Pre-Medical Year and the First Year of the
Engineering Course. The Preparatory Course was re-organised, making
General Education an integral part of its curriculum.

2. Organisation ;

During the year under re;ﬁort the staff of the department consisted
of one Co-ordinator, one Joint-Co-ordinator, one Assistant Co-ordinator,
five Special Lecturers, three Class III and two Class IV servants. About
forty members of the staff from the various departments of the University

31
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participated in the preparation of the reading material anq 43¢, shared the
teaching work.

3. Building

The department of General Education is at Present hopused in the
Faculty of Education and Psychology. The Ford Foundation of U.S.A.
has given the University a grant of 4,30,000 U.S.A. dollarg for the construc-
tion of a new building and for the purchase of equipment and books for
the General Education Centre. The construction of the building, which is
estimated to cost about Rs. 15 lakhs, was started in the Year 1957-58. An
expenditure of about Rs. 10,16,324 has been incurx_‘ed upto the 31st March,
1962 on construction of building, purchase of equipments apnq acquisition
of books.
